Commercial Airlines

Mackinac Island is served by the Pellston Airport, 16 miles
south of Mackinaw City. Commercial air service is provided
daily by Northwest Airlink through Detroit Metropolitan
Airport and Minneapolis-St. Paul International Airport.
Air service is also available through the nearby Cherry Capital
Airport in Traverse City, Michigan.

Mackinac Island Airport

Mackinac Island Airport has a 3,500-foot, lighted, paved
runway, capable of handling private and charter aircraft.

To reach Mackinac Island by car, drive to Mackinaw City
or St. Ignace, Michigan and use the parking facilities
provided by the individual ferry lines. From there it is an

18-minute ferry ride to Mackinac Island.

The world's longest steel suspension bridge connects Mack-
inaw City, in Michigan’s Lower Peninsula, with St. Ignace and
the Upper Peninsula. A nominal toll is charged for vehicles to
cross the bridge.

Ferry Service to Mackinac Island

Passage to and from Mackinac Island is provided by three
ferry boat lines (May to November). Ferries cross frequently
throughout the day from Mackinaw City and St. Ignace.
